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Composition as identity is the view that a composite object is identical
to its proper parts (taken together). I argue that it is true. Composi-
tion as identity provides the best explanation of the available empirical
evidence, and— unlike the alternative—allows us to plausibly main-
tain that composition is restricted, explains the necessary connections
between parts and wholes, and allows us to make good sense of the
properties of composite objects.
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
