She became known for her
performance ‘Von Méarchen und Gespenster’ in Cologne (1992) and for her research in the
fallout-shelter of Dalfsen (1998). In 2011, she produced permanent photo- installation
‘Corrido[o]r - Empty Space’ for the University of Amsterdam. Related to the projects, she
delivers courses, Masterclasses and public lectures on a regular basis.
