Co-wrote a 3-year, $300,000 grant supporting the HEARMe (Health Education via Airwaves for
Refugees) project, in which East-African refugees in Atlanta and Clarkston, GA were provided
with health-related radio programming through a partnership between Emory University’s
Office of University-Community Partnerships, WRFG Community Radio and Sagal Radio
Services. As part of this grant, we built a community radio station, trained student and adult
volunteers and created dozens of health-related radio programs in Somali, Amharic, Afaan-
Oromo and English.
